Participants were asked to control the computer mouse using their left hand, for
a four-week period. Researchers found that using the left hand enabled users to
complete computing tasks with significantly smaller movements of their shoul-
ders, arms, and wrists - movements which contribute to musculoskeletal prob-
lems.

“Standard computer keyboards are not symmetrical and with the letter keys
centered in front of the user, the numeric keyboard sticks out a long way to the
right,” explained the lead researcher of the study, Alain Delisle.
